Highest Peak of SiChuan, China 
Trekking in Minya Konka 

 

 
 
Physical Grading: 3-4/5 (moderate-strenuous) 
 
Synopsis: 
 
Minya Konka, or Mount GongGa 7556m, is the highest peak in SiChuan province.  It is located near the county 
of KangDing, about 330km southwest of the capital ChengDu. 
This area has developed close to 160 glaciers, famous ones such as HaiLuoGou & YanZiGou. 
 
Our Minya Konka Trek brings you up close to this beautiful mountain.  And with a trek up to her base camp 
at 4800m, the experience will definitely be exhilarating. The entire trekking distance is about 60km, over a 
span of 5 days.  We have carefully designed the itinerary so that the trekking pace is comfortable for most 
people & it allows you to have sufficient time for relaxation, photography, be soaked into the beautiful scenery 
& breathe the mountain air. 
Throughout the entire trek, you would be able to see the north, northwest & southern ridge of Minya Konka. 
 
Other attractions include: snow-capped mountains, glaciers, alpine lakes, meadows & Tibetan culture.

Trekking in Minya Konka - The highest mountain in SiChuan 
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Itinerary (EX-ChengDu): 
 
Day 01 Arrive ChengDu  

• Overnight in serviced-apartment hotel 
 
Day 02 ChengDu / KangDing (7hr drive) 

• Drive 6-7hr to KangDing in your chartered vehicle.  Journey is about 350km drive 
• Visit to JinGang monastery, a 700-year old monastery that belongs to the NingMa sect of  
      Tibetan Buddhism, also commonly known as “Red sect” 
• Overnight in guesthouse/hostel 

 
Day 03 KangDing /  TaGong Grassland (4hr drive) 

• After leaving KangDing, about 1hr, you will cross a highpass at 4300m. 
• View of YaLa sacred mountain.  Additional day to acclimatize to 3500m. 
• Overnight in guesthouse/hostel 

 
Day 04         TaGong Grassland / YuLongXi (2-3hr drive) 

• 3hr mini-van ride to arrive at a Tibetan home-stay in YuLongXi 
• There are several great spots for a picturesque view of Minya Konka 
• After lunch, we can go for a short hike to a colourful Calcium lake 
• Overnight in Tibetan home-stay 

 
Day 05 YuLongXi / MoXi valley (4-5hrs trek) (B, D) 

• Trekking starts today! It is uphill climb right from the beginning. 
• Go slow and tackle the climb one step at a time. 
• You should reach the high-pass at 4500m (approx. 3.5hr) to see Minya Konka 
• From the high-pass, descending to MoXi valley in about 1hr. 
• Overnight in tents 
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Day 06 MoXi valley / GongGa Monastery (3-4hrs trek)  (B, D) 

• It is a very easy day, so you have all the time in the morning to enjoy the campsite 
• Continue your trek up to GongGa Monastery.  Undulating terrain all the way. 
• GongGa Monastery is built near the end of the GongGa Glacier 
• Overnight in monastery/tents 

 
Day 07 GongGa Monastery / Base Camp of Minya Konka (6hrs trek)  (B, D) 

• Today will be tough uphill climb to the base camp to see Minya Konka up-close 
• You will ascend about 900m, and trails will be mostly loose gravels, highest sleeping point  
• The horses/mules will be taking a different route, make sure we are self-equipped 
• Overnight in tents 

 
Day 08 Base Camp / GongGa Monastery  (4-5hrs trek) (B, D) 

• Free & easy to enjoy the mountain scenery 
• Descend back down to GongGa monastery  
• Overnight in monastery/tents

Day 09 GongGa Monastery / BaWang Lake (3-4hrs trek)  (B, D) 

• Generally downhill as you trek down the southern slopes of Minya Konka along MoXi River  
• Descend 700m down to the valley. Trek along the river to reach a small “island” beside the lake 
• Overnight in tents 

 
Day 10 BaWang Lake / CaoKe Tibetan village (3hrs trek)  (B, D) 

• Down-slope trekking all the way to the Tibetan township of CaoKe. 
• Trek for about 2-3hrs, and you will arrive at the road, where your vehicle will bring you to CaoKe 
• After all the hard work, enjoy a sumptuous dinner and a nice hot-springs bath! 
• Overnight in guesthouse 

 
Day 11 CaoKe / ChengDu  

• Take your chartered transport back to ChengDu 
• Overnight in hotel 

 
Day 12 ChengDu   

• Free & easy  
• Overnight in hotel 

 
Day 13 Depart ChengDu
